Nature Photography: Guidelines for club competition
There is some confusion in the literature over what this term might mean.  It is frequently grouped with other terms such as “Nature and Wildlife”, “Nature and Outdoor photography”, “Nature and landscape Photography”.   Nature in this context does not mean “the Natural world” You could get an image that would qualify in a coal mine or on top of the empire state building.
In order to clarify it for the purposes of club competition the following guidelines are suggested

1 Nature as a competition heading includes all flora and fauna 
2 The aspect of Wildlife or vegetation chosen must be the focal point of the image ( a fox set in a general landscape is allowable) as is a wildflower on the side of a motorway

3 The subject must be “wild”  that is a lion in a zoo is not allowable nor is a studio shot of a flower ( this is more properly in the still life category)

4 Urban landscapes do contain wild flora and fauna so that a wildflower perched on the ledge of a building is allowable as is a hedgehog in your back garden or the wild birds on your feeding table

5 It is acceptable to use any equipment that you may care to as long as it is outdoors.  It is allowable to photograph from a hide or any other shelter where necessary.  There are likely to be exceptions to this requirement  
6 The spill over into other genres such as landscape can be difficult to determine and will be left to the Judge.  Outdoor photography does not automatically qualify as nature for the purposes of club competition.
